Ahead of the Scottish Parliament elections, we
called on the next Scottish Government to work
to ensure there is no wrong door to people with
mental ill health accessing the right care, in the
right place and at the right time.

Every party committed to at least 3 of our 5 main priorities.
This included the governing party, the SNP, adopting all five.

This means mental health spending increasing to 10% of the

overall health Budget, a national transitions strategy to
adulthood, and a mental health workforce plan will be

delivered in the next five years

The campaign was also recognized as the most effective

manifesto campaign in Scotland by the Chartered Institute
