Where and When: The Trent and West Midlands divisions are holding a poster 
exhibition at their joint winter conference. 

What: Poster presentations will be in one of the following topics; quality 
improvement, audit or research relevant to any field of psychiatry. 

Who: the categories will be Student Associates and Foundation Doctors, Resident 
Doctors in Core Training, Resident Doctors in Higher Training and Specialty Grade 
Doctors.   
 
Prize: First place prize of £100 plus a certificate will be awarded for the best poster in 
each category. 

Admission Fees: 
• Short-listed Student Associate/Foundation Doctor entrants will receive 

complimentary registration for the Conference. 
• Shortlisted Resident Doctors in Core and Higher Training and Specialty Grade 

Doctors will be required to pay to register for the Conference. 
   

Frequency:  Annually 
 
Eligible:  Student Associates and Foundation Doctors, Resident Doctors in Core 
Training, Resident Doctors in Higher Training and Specialty Grade Doctors working in 
any specialty or sub-specialty of psychiatry within the Trent and West Midlands 
Division are eligible to enter. 
• Trent Division: covers areas of Leicestershire, Lincolnshire, Derbyshire, 

Nottinghamshire, South Yorkshire and South Humber 
• West Midlands Division: covers areas of Birmingham and the Black Country, 

Staffordshire, Shropshire, Warwickshire, Herefordshire and Worcestershire. 
 
Regulations: 
1. Entrants should submit an electronic PDF copy of their poster and abstract of 

approximately 500 words.   
2. A judging panel will determine the number of posters to be displayed and 

successful entrants will be invited to display their poster (maximum size A0) at 
the conference. 

3. At the conference a judging panel will select first place for the best poster in each 
category.  

4. All short-listed entrants will need to bring along a poster to display at the 
conference. 

Closing Date:  The poster exhibition and prize will be advertised throughout the Trent 
and West Midlands Divisions and entries should be submitted by the closing date 
(TBC).
